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Requirements for papers 

at the International Scientific Conference
Unity in Diversity. Intercultural Education in the Common Area of Polish-Slovak Borderland
The paper should contain:
· Minimum of 20 thousand characters 
· Author’s (co-author’s) First and Last name  
· Place of employment (educational establishment, institution, faculty) and contact details (telephone, e-mail, address)
· Title of the paper  
· in Polish (16 points TNR, bold) 
· in English (16 points TNR, bold, italics) 
· abstract in Polish and English (up to 250 words, 10 points TNR) 
· keywords in Polish and English (10 points TNR)
· B5 paper format full justification
· Main text: font 12 points TNR, spacing 1.5
· Harvard footnotes (Oxford) - in the main text: names of author/authors, the year of issue and co-authorship, if applicable, in the square brackets, e.g., [Pisarek 2002, 120,], [Bogucka, ed. 1989]. For a description of a concept use the traditional footnote (10 TNR)
· Subsection titles - font 12 points TNR, bold, aligned to the left or centered
· Tables, graphs, drawings adapted to B5 format and described accurately 
· tables (continuous numbering, e.g., Table 1, title 10 points TNR, bold, centered over the table, a source 10 points TNR, aligned to the left, italics under the table) 
· table content: 10 TNR points aligned in columns 
· table content: 10 points TNR aligned in columns 
· drawings (continuous numbering, e.g., Figure 1, title 10 points TNR, bold, centre aligned under the drawing, source 10 points  TNR, aligned to the left, italics under the drawing)
· Graphic material of good quality in JPG or PDF files
· A left out fragment in a quote is marked: […]
· To quote use double quotation marks: »…«
· Numerals should be written in words if they can be written in one word, especially when they refer to people
· After Arabic numerals denoting ordinal numerals put dots
· In numerals of five figures and more introduce spaces, e.g., 25 800, 16 200 565 
· Periods 1995-2000 are paired with no spaces 
· The page numbers should be written: p.5, pp. 12-18
· Correct recording of years: 1990s or 90s. 
· The initials of two names of the same author should be written without intervals between them, e.g., J.J. Rousseau 
· Use abbreviated forms: thous. for thousand, M (mega) for million, G (giga) for billion and T (tera) for trillion (e.g. 45 thous.)  
· For double-barrelled surnames use a hyphen, e.g., Skłodowska-Curie 
· Foreign language expressions are written in plain text, e.g. par exemple, sensu stricte;  others should be written in italics. 
· The titles of quoted works (books, etc.) should be written in italics
· Newspaper titles – "plain text"
· Quoted texts: "plain text" with a footnote
· Bibliography
· without numbers
· in alphabetical order, e.g.

· If the author's name appears repeatedly, first write the author's own works, his/her works in co-authorship, and then the works he/she edited and co-edited.
· The work of the same author published at different times should be provided from the oldest to the newest. 

· An author should supply an electronic and paper copy for the publication. 
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
